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Before we start

• Double degree:

– Students are enrolled in two programs at two universities

– Fullfill degree requirements of each program

– Mutual recognition of credits

– Student is given two diplomas, one from each university

• Joint degree:

– Students are enrolled in one program, jointly offered by two universities

– One of the universities issues one diploma

– Much more complicated than it sounds…



International mobility at LTH

• 32% of graduates have been mobile 3 months or more

• Regular exchange ≈ 300

• China profile ≈ 25

• Pre-approved semester ≈ 10

• Degree projects, including Minor field studies ≈ 50

• Internships for credit ≈ 50

• Double degrees ≈ 10 (France, Italy, Spain, Japan, Australia)



DD in Engineering

• Key actors:

– Europe: T.I.M.E. Network with ≈ 60 EU members

– Latin America: USP, UNICAMP, Rio Grande do Sul, PUC Chile, UNAM, 

Instituto Técnico de Buenos Aires

– Japan: Keio, Tohuko, Kyushu

– Australia: University of Queensland

– Canada: Polytechnique Montreal

• True joint degrees are almost impossible to implement



Examples of DD within Europe

• LTH student going to Politecnico di Milano       (Civilingenjör + Master)

• French student (Ecole Central) going to LTH    (Civilingenjör + Diplôme d’Ingenieur)
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Double degree with UQ

• Civilingenjör (5 years) + MSc Eng (5 years)

• Multiple degrees – extra workload – 5.5 years

– Compulsory courses

– Specialization

– Electives

– Degree project

– Similar, yet very different

– Economic support from STINT



What can go wrong?

• Inadequate academic experiences

• Changes in administrative staff

• Changes in policies, legislation and accreditation procedures

• Lack of support on study program level
